They really enjoy movement & music
especially during free play with classical
music (Waltz in A-Flat by Brahms and
Waltz of the Flowers by Tchaikovsky).
They have spent a lot of time bopping &
doing basics — wiggles, jumps, hops and
body songs (Tommy Thumbs, Head-
Shoulders-Knees-Toes, If You're Happy
and You Know It). They are learning how
to walk in steady beat and “stop” to
indicate rests. We've also done stretches
and ballet points-and-flexes.

They all enjoy singing “Zip-a-dee-doo-
dah” and “I Love the Mountains” (Boom-
dee-ah-dah). Values we’ve been learning
are listening (through our “Listen” song)
and loving family.
